Dr. Reinaldo Cooke Slated To Speak To Beef Producers
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To help give beef cattle producers new strategies to improve growth and reproductive performance of replacement beef heifers, Dr. Reinaldo Cooke, an associate professor of beef cattle production, department of Animal Science at Texas A&M University, will be speaking at several free workshops throughout Pennsylvania in February.


Bedford - The PA Beef Producers Working Group (PA BPWG) is bringing Dr. Reinaldo Cooke, Associate Professor in Beef Cattle Production at Texas A&M University, to several locations in the commonwealth to give area cow-calf producers strategies for effectively raising replacement beef heifers.  
His seminar, titled, “Management strategies to improve growth, reproductive development, and immune responses of replacement beef heifers,” is based around Cooke’s main research focus, managing stress in cattle.
 After growing up in the state of São Paulo, Brazil and receiving his bachelor’s degree from São Paulo State University, Cooke and his wife Flavia moved to Gainesville, Fla. so he could attend graduate school. 
There Cooke earned his master’s degree and doctorate at the University of Florida in animal sciences, with specific training in beef cattle production. Prior to joining the Department of Animal Science at Texas A&M, Dr. Cooke served Oregon State University as Beef Cattle Specialist from 2009 to 2017.
Cooke will give several free workshops across Pennsylvania beginning on Tuesday, Feb. 18 at 9 a.m. at the AgChoice Farm Credit office, 450 International Drive, Lewisburg. On Feb. 18, Cooke will repeat the seminar at the York County 4-H Center, 771 Stoverstown Road, York. 
He will conduct the seminar again on Wednesday, Feb. 19 at 6 p.m. at the Clarion Inn, Fayette County, 827 Finley Road, Belle Vernon. Lastly, he will give the workshop at the Venango County Fairgrounds, 867 Mercer Road, Franklin on Thursday, Feb. 20 at 6 p.m.
